MINUTES

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Westampton Township Land Development Board was held at the Municipal Building on Rancocas Road on June 1, 2011 at 7:30 P.M.  The meeting was called to order by Gene Blair and the opening statement required by Sunshine Law was read.  This meeting was advertised in the Burlington County Times on January 6, 2011 and posted in the Municipal Building.  All guests were welcomed.

Everyone stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the September 7, 2011 meeting were approved as written.

11-2011  Jefferson Street Partners, LLC, Block 904, Lot 3.01 – application deemed incomplete – was memorialized
12-2011  New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC (AT&T), Block 403, Lot 1 (10 Indel Avenue) – use and height variances, amended preliminary and final site plan approval – was memorialized
13-2011  New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC, (AT&T), Block 501, Lot 2 – use and height variances, amended preliminary and final site plan approval – was memorialized
14-2011  Rancocas Park 86, LLC, Block 203, Lot 7.03 – amended preliminary and final site plan approval; use variance and bulk variance approval – was memorialized
Old Business:
None
New Business:
Daniel & Holly Procopio, Block 803.06, Lot 5.  The Board did not have enough members present to vote on this application.  It would need to be adjourned until the Board’s December 7th, 2011 meeting.  No further notice is required.  Motion to continue the application was made by Mr. Welsh, second by Mr. Freeman.  All present voted yes.
Citgo/RPS Business Inc., Block 1104, Lot 3.  Tom Bock, a representative of Citgo and Paraco Gas was present on behalf of the application.  A display of pre filled propane cylinders is proposed to be installed at the existing Citgo gas station located on the corner of Woodlane and Jacksonville Roads.  It will be located against a non combustible wall and is more than 25 feet from the entrance to the mini mart and gas pumps, which meets the National Code and NJ Code.  It will be protected with concrete bollards.  Gene Blair suggests that the bollards be moved back to the curb line as to not obstruct the drive aisle in the parking lot; Mr. Bock stated that they would move them if they could, but they had to follow the code.  Gene asked if the cage could be moved on the side of the building near where the air is dispensed; it would not be blocking the drive aisle and would be out of the way.  The Fire Official has already issued a permit, according to Mr. Bock.  The cage will hold 36 propane tanks.  Solicitor Coluzzi asked Mr. Bock to provide a more detailed plan than what was submitted; he agrees to provide a modified sketch.  Mayor Camp has concerns about the proximity of the propane cage to the neighboring residential homes.  Gene thinks the homes are approximately 25-45 feet away.  Gene suggested relocating the cage to the front right corner of the building; Mr. Bock would like to have it at the front of the store for visibility purposes.  
This was opened to the public for comment.  No comment was made and the meeting was closed.  

The Solicitor suggested that perhaps a site plan should be entertained, with professional reviews, since the Board had concerns regarding the placement of the site.  Mayor Camp asked if the applicant could wait until next month’s meeting.  Mr. Bock stated that he could come back with more safety information and better measurements.  A formal application will need to be filed, there are notice requirements and an attorney will be necessary since this is a corporation.  Mr. Bock wasn’t sure if they could invest that much money in the process and they may decide against installing the propane cage.
Mr. Freeman made a motion to deny the site plan waiver; the motion was seconded by Mr. Welsh.  All Board members voted yes.
The Salt & Light Company, Inc., Block 1208, Lot 11.  Due to the absence of several Board members, the applicants have elected to have their application continued until the Board’s next meeting, which will take place on December 7, 2011.  

Revisions to Zoning Code: add standards for temporary storage buildings & existing communications towers.  This ordinance is before the Township Committee for second reading and public hearing on November 8, 2011.  All Board members voted in favor of passing this ordinance; Mayor Camp abstained.
Discuss site plan and subdivision checklist and application completeness.  Solicitor Coluzzi had written a memo to the Board on this topic back in July and it was predicated on a new law regarding the time of decision rule which has been modified to become the time of application rule.  Statutorily, there is a requirement that a check list be adopted as part of the ordinance.  It is the Solicitor’s recommendation that he and Harry McVey work on a check list that would provide all standards that are required for site plan and subdivision applications.  A year end zoning report should also be generated.  Harry thinks a checklist is very important.  Gene doesn’t want to see it generate more red tape and have problems setting agendas.  The Board moved that the professionals begin work on the checklist.  
The meeting was opened to the public for comment; no comment was made.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
